We would like to inform you that the Ministry of Energy, Commerce, and Industry has
announced the approval by the Ministerial Council of the Grants Scheme for Energy
Upgrading and Enhancement of Competitiveness for Large Enterprises.

We would also like to remind you that the Chamber of Commerce and Industry recommended
the preparation of the Grants Scheme to finance large enterprises that were previously
excluded from any state support.

The scheme aims to support the development and upgrading of Large Enterprises, including
their energy improvement. Financial support consists of providing sponsorship for specified
eligible expenses, including promoting energy-saving investments in buildings, facilities, or
equipment, as well as transitioning business operations to a circular model.

The maximum total sponsorship amount that can be provided to a Large Enterprise is
€750,000.

Beneficiaries of the Scheme are new or existing Large Enterprises, established or to be
established in Cyprus, excluding areas where the Government of the Republic of Cyprus does
not exercise effective control due to Turkish invasion.

Eligible business activities do not include activities related to the fisheries and aquaculture
sectors, as well as activities related to the production of wine and vinegar from wine.

Please note that applications/proposals from Beneficiaries will be submitted during a specific
period to be determined in the relevant Call for Proposals, which will be announced in
due course.
